Concepts

"From the Earth" - Limited options; Few ubiquitous 

"Semi-Processed" - Generally near mining or 

harvesting; Conversion to usable form or structure

"Manufacturing" - Creation of Parts & Sub-Assemblies; 

Driven by weight, labor, capital and final markets

"Assembly" - Putting together a Final Product; 

Increasing flexibility & geographical options with IT and 

postponement; generally near consumption

"Staging" - Handling incidental to transportation; May 

have value-added processes; less extended storage

"Retail" - Location for consumer to pick up goods or 

product

ñFinal Consumerò - End of the product formation flow

ñReverse Logisticsò - Back to the Earth or re-entry into 

the Flow
